MEETING MINUTES
Call to order - 6:40 p.m.
Welcome - President Steve Meyer welcomed homeowners.
Description of how meeting would be conducted -
Introductions - Each board member introduced himself and said what position he held.
Year in Review - Steve Meyer briefly spoke about the highlights that had been accomplished in the previous year.
· Website launch - Homeowners were reminded to be checking the website for homeowner's association updates. The website is also a means to download the constitution, by-laws, etc. Questions, comments, or pictures of Shadow Run activities may be posted to the website.
· Hallmark rock at 36th Ave. entrance -
· Perimeter trees topped - This is required by the city, and was done last summer.
·  Community events - Easter egg hunt, Christmas caroling, law enforcement night out, neighborhood yard sale.
· Park improvements and upkeep - The broken gazebo was removed. Trash receptacles and picnic tables were added in the parks.
Maintaining Shadow Run's Excellence 
· Fence repair and/or replacement - Sue Finney presented the types of fencing available for Shadow Run's perimeter fence. Homeowners were given a handout with price comparisons of the different fencing options. Homeowners asked several questions regarding the time period in which the fence would need to be replaced. The majority of homeowners felt the fence should just be repaired for now. A new committee was created to maintain the fence.
· Heritage Landscaping Contractor - Homeowners were informed of the change in landscaping companies, from Four Seasons to Heritage Landscaping.
Community Interest
· Collaboration with the new development "Ravenwood" north of Shadow Run - The Board presented pros and cons of "Ravenwood" joining our Homeowner's Association.
· Kennewick Irrigation District - Doug Grover, from KID, spoke to the homeowners about the new LID 1000 program. LID 1000 would take LID's that are similar and put them together as a district facility. 
· Vandalism - Steve Meyer talked about park defacing and gang "tagging" on perimeter fence.
Finance
· Balance Sheet - Dave Roseberry explained the budget/financial update, the revenue/expenses to date, and the 2008 budget. At this point, we are ahead of what we had budgeted. 
· Increase in Annual HOA dues - The Board proposed an increase in HOA dues from $200/year to $300/year due to increases in taxes, insurance, landscaping, website, attorney's fees, etc. Comparisons were given of other HOA dues paid by other homeowner's associations in Kennewick. Homeowner's were not in favor of this proposal. 
Nomination of Board Member - Brenda Schuhmacher was unanimously voted on as the new Board member.
Assignment of new Committee Members - A representative from each committee gave a brief overview of what happens on the committee. Volunteers were taken for each of the committees.
