Architectural Control Enforcement Policy
Step 1.
A complaint is submitted to either the ACC or the Board

Step 2.
The complaint will be reviewed by the ACC to determine if a violation of the Covenants or of the Rules and Guidelines has occurred.

Step 3.
The ACC or the Board of Directors will send a “notice of violation” by certified mail, informing the violator of the determination that a violation has occurred.  The “notice of violation” may also explain at least one possible remedy for the violation and may explain the consequences of failing to comply.

Step 4.
If after 30 days from the date of receipt by the violator of the “notice of violation,” the violation isn’t corrected or the violator hasn’t made a reasonable response, as determined by the ACC, the ACC will, in writing, choose a reasonable remedy and make an “estimated cost of remedy.”  The ACC may consult a contractor and/or retailer for information necessary for the estimate, but written “estimates” or other information from the contractor or retailer is not required.

Step 5.
The ACC will recommend to the Board of Directors that a fine be imposed on the violator.  The fine will be the “estimated cost of remedy” determined in Step 4 plus any costs incurred in making the estimate.

Step 6.
The Board of Directors may impose a fine, not to exceed that recommended by the ACC plus any other costs, including legal cost, incurred.  The Board of Directors will send, by certified mail, a “notice of penalty” informing the violator of the fine and of what is required to avoid the fine.  The fine will take effect 30 days after receipt of the “notice of penalty” by the violator, unless there is either a correction of the violation or a reasonable response, as determined by the Board of Directors. 

Step 7.
If a fine is imposed, the Board of Directors may lien the violator’s lot for the amount of the fine plus any other costs, including legal costs, incurred.  

Step 8.
The Board of Directors may at any time reduce or eliminate the fine because the violation has been corrected or for any other reason.
