· Anita is checking out another Attorney recommendation to see if they might have cheaper fees for liens and other HOA legal business.  

· Of the 6 lien letters sent out due to late payment of HOA dues, there are 3 homeowners that Anita has not heard from or received payment.  

· A folder was made up for each address in Shadow Run in order to file paper specific to that address for easier reference in the future.  

· Anita would like to purchase a 2-drawer file for record keeping.  Sue made the motion to reimburse Anita for that purchase.  Marcye seconded, and the motion carried.  

Committee Reports:
· ACC:  Brenda reported that all ACC forms turned in so far have been Okayed.  This included painting, a swimming pool and concrete sidewalk application.  

· Rules and Regulations:  15 violation letters were sent out before the Annual meeting.  Those committee members have been taking turns patrolling the neighborhood to see if homeowners have complied.  It was decided that the committee will send out their own violation letters so this can be done in a timely manner.  They will report to the Board each month.  

· Activity:  Still trying to find other neighbors to help out with various activities.  If no one volunteers, there will be no activity.  Past volunteers have kept excellent records and would be willing to help transition new volunteers.  
· Welcome:  Katie would like to have one or two more people to help on this committee.  There was also discussion about ways to find out names of new owners if we are not contacted by Escrow companies.  Brenda will try to keep us up to date as possible.  

· Landscape and Community Enhancement:  
· Joe will be helping by keeping an eye on the south side area and Sue will be tracking the west side.   
· Sue received a proposal from Heritage to replace the dead tree on 36th Ave.  Marcye made a motion to okay the purchase and installation of the tree and Katie seconded and the motion carried.  Sue will contact John at Heritage to proceed with that job.  

· Sue will also talk to John about replacing any dead plants that are still under the warranty from last years remodel.  They also need to change the time on sprinklers due to water run-off on some of the homes and make sprinkler repairs. 

· Sue will also be reminding Mr. Kanzler about organizing volunteers to paint the fence.     
Old Business:

· Katie made a motion to rent the dog traps from Animal Control as the dog problems have not gotten any better, even though violation letters were sent out.  Sue will acquire the traps and follow up with the homeowner who has agreed to place the traps in his yard.  
· Sue and Brenda made over 25 changes and corrections to the web site pages.  Sue typed up those changes and delivered them to Don at OWT to make.  He said they would be done in the next month or so due to his busy schedule.  

New Business: 
· Election of President:  Katie made the motion to elect Sue Finney as President of the HOA Board.  Marcye seconded and the motion carried.  

· Election of Vice President:  Sue made a motion to appoint Katie as Vice President of the HOA Board.  Marcye seconded and the motion carried.   
· Anita agreed to stay on as Treasurer and Brenda as secretary.

· Because Michelle is no longer on the Board, Katie made the motion to take Michelle off the list of signers and appoint Sue Finney as one of the check signers on the Shadow Run accounts. The three individuals authorized to sign checks will be Sue Finney, Anita Overton and Katie Brewer.  Marcye seconded and the motion passed.
· Brenda will be checking with the City of Kennewick Police Department to see if there can be any patrols in the neighborhood to help reduce moving violations such as failure to stop at stop signs, and speeding.  This is a safety concern of residents.  
The meeting adjourned at 7:55 pm.  Because of scheduling,  the HOA meetings will now be held on the third Tuesday of the month.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday night, June 23, 2009 at 6:30pm at Brenda Schuhmacher’s home, 2511 W 35th Ave.
