· Rules and Regulations:  No report.  
· Activity:  
· We are still trying to recruit neighbors to help out with various activities.  If no one volunteers, there will be no activity.  
· Neighborhood Watch/National Night Out will be the first Tuesday in August.  Sue has set up the speaker for the main park that night.  Refreshments will be served.  

· Welcome:  
· As soon as we are notified by the Escrow Company of the names of new buyers, the Welcoming Committee will be notified of their addresses and then they will visit.  
· Landscape and Community Enhancement:  
· Sue reported the dead tree was replaced on 36th Ave.  Heritage also notified Sue that there is a fungus growing on the majority of the trees on 36th and they will die if not treated.  
· Foliage is growing through the fencing again.  We will contact homeowners through Brenda’s newsletter and a possible flyer to them to keep these trimmed.    

· Sue will also be reminding Mr. Kanzler that $1000.00 has been budgeted for paint for the fence.  He has been out of town and will be organizing volunteers to paint the fence as soon as he returns.  
· Brenda reported that there is a broken sprinkler head on 36th.  Sue will report this to John at Heritage.  

Old Business:

· Neighbors report that the dog situation is better, but cats are still a problem.    
· The web site is up and running.  Sue is collecting changes she will present to OWT all at once to get changes made.    

New Business: 
· Sue went down to the City of Kennewick Offices and made arrangements for a speaker for the annual National Night Out.  Neighborhood Night Out (NNO) is an annual, nationwide event that happens the first Tuesday in August. (August 4, 2009).  The night is geared towards community building and safety.  This will be held in the main park.
· Jerry has volunteered to check with the City about painting crosswalks in our neighborhood areas that have heavy pedestrian traffic such as park areas.
