· Rules and Regulations:  Katie is still trying to contact the neighbor renting the “blue house”.  She will also be sending out violation letters to neighbors tomorrow.    
· Activity:  
· Sue Finney is still trying to recruit neighbors to help out with seasonal activities.  
· Neighborhood Watch/National Night Out will be August 4th.  Sue has set up the speaker for the main park and urges all Board members to attend.  Diane Nelson will be helping with that activity.  There will be flyers posted on the mailboxes and she will also use Brenda’s Open house signs.  

· Welcome:  
· Katie will contact new neighbors after she receives a list and she returns from camping.  
· Landscape and Community Enhancement:  
· Sue reported that the Association received a letter form the City stating that we needed to trim back a bush blocking driver’s views on 36th and Ely.  Heritage was called and the bush, being too old was removed.  She is now concerned that this has exposed the KID irrigation box that is uncovered and could possibly be a hazard to children and pets.   A call was made to the KID expressing our safety concerns.  
Old Business:

· Sue has been working on the web site Community Calendar.  She needs to contact Don at OWT to ask a few questions about saving the input.      
· Jerry has contacted the City about cross walks and so far it doesn’t look like they will allow any funds to do that.  Jerry also talked about the safety aspect of putting a crosswalk down without having a mandatory stop.   The Board talked about putting out a speed bump to slow traffic, or one of the Costco Plastic character signs that says “Slow Down” but fear that will be stolen.   Jerry will try and contact someone about the cost of painting the crosswalk for us.  The Board would still like to pursue the areas around the parks for cross walks.  
New Business: 
· Sue talked about the upcoming education conference for Community Associations. Both she and Anita had attended last year.  This year it will be Saturday in Bellevue WA

· There have been complaints of noisy neighbors and other misc complaints.  It was decided to encourage the homeowner to approach their neighbor first and that the HOA didn’t have any business getting involved.
